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Since 2000, the Festival 
Residence has provided each 
year accommodation and sup-
port to twelve selected young 
directors in order to help them 
prepare their first or second fea-
ture film. A jury presided by a film 
director sits twice a year, select-
ing these young filmmakers on 
the basis of their short films, or 

even first feature film, and the 
merits of their feature film project.
During their 4-and-a-half-month 
stay in Paris, they work on the 
writing of their feature film pro-
ject, have meetings with profes-
sionals and try, with the support 
of the Cannes Film Festival, to 
bring their project to co-produc-
tion status.

Synopsis

Driven by this desire and 
his imagination, Martin begins to 
suspect that one of his best clients 
is his father; Mr Novoa, a lonely 
tailor whose only emotional bond is 
his dog, Astor, a fine German shep-
herd whom he cares for like a son.  
Martin devises a plan to kidnap 
the dog, with the intention of defying 
and become closer to this man that 
– he believes – has rejected him all 
these years.

Statement of Intent

Since my first works, my intention  
has always been depicting, in 
detail, lonely characters who are 
submitted to suffering as a conse-
quence of damaged relationships. 
My interest focuses on the moment 
when that suffering presses the 
characters to rebel. In general, their 
rebellion fails, crashing down their 
last chances to change. In Perros, 
I am exploring the universe of a 
13-year-old shoeshine boy from 
La Paz, and how he manages to 
overcome the absence of his father, 
and recognizes himself as an inde-
pendent adult subject.
