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Since 2000, the Festival
Residence has provided each year
accommodation and support to
twelve selected young directors
in order to help them prepare
their first or second feature film.
A jury presided by a film director
sits twice a year, selecting these
young filmmakers on the basis
of their short films, or even first 

feature film, and the merits of
their feature film project.
During their 4-and-a-half-month
stay in Paris, they work on the
writing of their feature film pro-
ject, have meetings with profes-
sionals and try, with the support
of the Cannes Film Festival, to
bring their project to co-produc-
tion status.

NOTE D’INTENTION

J'ai commencé à écrire Dog Days il
y a quelques années alors que je
vivais à Pékin. Cet été là, deux
événements importants se sont
produits dans ma vie : j'ai été
témoin d'un accident de voiture qui
a causé la mort d’un enfant de six
mois, et j'ai rencontré un groupe
d'amis vivant dans d’obscurs sous-
sols sans fenêtre.

Based on true events, Dog Days is a
thriller that intertwines the characters of
Lulu, a single mother struggling to raise
her infant son, and Sunny, a cross-dress-
ing performer whom she meets in a bar
and learns is romantically involved with
her boyfriend.

On one evening, entrusted with her son,
Lulu's boyfriend drops her off at work

and promises to pick Lulu up after her
shift. However, her boyfriend doesn’t
return. At home, Lulu is locked out of her
apartment and unable to find him. She
asks a friend where he may be and is
escorted to a drag bar where she meets
Sunny. What follows is Lulu's journey to
find her boyfriend, her son, and resolve
the mystery of their disappearance.

SYNOPSIS

STATEMENT OF INTENT

I began writing Dog Days a few
years ago while living in Beijing.
That summer two important events
occurred in my life: I witnessed a
car accident that left a young
mother childless; and I met a group
of friends living in windowless
underground apartments   . What
they all had in common was a
desperate need to make money in
order to afford a life in the city, and
perhaps, a family.

Far removed from the wealth of the
eastern coast, Dog Days explores
youth identity in China's southern
provinces, a world away from the
social and financial development
the nation has undergone in the last
decade. Approaching adulthood,
they are the consequence of popu-
lation control, which has created an
isolated generation of single chil-
dren, a gender imbalance in the
population, and a restructuring of
the Chinese family.
