
YOUR BADGE
You can pick up your badge in Cannes at the entrance of the
accreditation offices, which are located at the Gare Maritime
(next to the Palais des Festivals) from Sunday, May 19th.

A proof of identity will be
requested when you pick up
your badge. They can be
picked up by a person of your
choice who is in possession of
an authorisation letter and a
copy of an official identity
document.

NOMINATIVE

The badge is strictly for personal
use and cannot be transferred,
borrowed or exchanged. The
badge must be worn in a visible
place so it can be easily checked
within the Festival zone.
